Step six
Apply one coat of Resene 
Quick Dry to the door and 
surround and allow two 
hours to dry.

Step two
Wipe down the door and 
surround with a damp 
sponge and allow to dry.

Step seven
Apply one coat of Resene 
Flourish to the door and 
surround, and allow two 
hours to dry.

Step three
Fill any holes in the door 
and surround using an 
exterior filler. Allow to dry.

Step eight
Apply a second coat 
of Resene Flourish to 
the door and surround.
