Resene Broadwall Waterborne Wallboard Sealer is a 
water reducible first coat for plasterboard walls and 
air-dry stoppings designed to minimise porosity and 
textural differences.

Preparation
• Ensure surfaces to be painted are dry, free from dust, loose 
material and weak powdery or uncured stoppings.  A wipe 
with a damp cloth or sponge will remove most sanding dust.  
• Oil and grease must be removed prior to painting using 
Resene Paint Prep and Housewash (see Data Sheet D812).
• Fill cracks and holes with an appropriate filler before sealing. 
• Where staining is present the source must be removed.
• Avoid sanding the paper as this will cause furring and 
unacceptable textural differences in the finish.
• Where the paper surface has yellowed due to prolonged 
exposure to light or is stained, use Resene Sureseal (see 
Data Sheet D42).
• All sanding dusts may be harmful and appropriate 
protection must be worn.  In particular dusts from 
old lead or chromate-based paints or old building 
materials containing asbestos may be injurious to 
health if inhaled or ingested. Seek expert advice 
if the presence of these materials is suspected.
• Prepare plasterboard to an appropriate level of finish. 
Apply Resene Broadwall Surface Prep & Seal (see Data 
Sheet D807), Resene Broadwall 3 in 1 (see Data Sheet D810) 
or Resene Sureseal (see Data Sheet D42 or waterborne 
see Data Sheet D42a) followed by lining paper in critical 
lighting areas.
• This product may be used to paint a wide variety of 
surfaces.  If the surface you propose to paint is unsound 
or not referred to, try a small test area first or contact your 
local Resene ColorShop or reseller for advice.

Application
• Generally one coat is sufficient.
• In typical drying conditions Resene Broadwall Waterborne 

Wallboard Sealer may be overcoated after two hours with 
waterborne paints and four hours with solventborne 
paints.  In cooler weather Resene Broadwall Waterborne 
Wallboard Sealer is best overcoated after eight hours with 
waterborne paints and 12 hours with solventborne paints.
• Maintain good ventilation throughout the drying and 
post application curing period to ensure the paint is 
properly cured. This may require use of an extraction 
system when painting in marginal painting conditions. 
Do not use gas or diesel burners to heat coated area as 
these produce water that will inhibit drying and curing. 
Poor ventilation may affect appearance and performance.

Be PaintWise
For tips on responsible disposal of paint, cleaning 
equipment and minimising the impact of your decorating 
on the environment see the Resene website. Do not 
discharge any paint into the environment. Resene 
PaintWise (NZ) or paintback.com.au (Australia) accepts 
residual unwanted paint and packaging.

Use on: Interior plasterboards, air-dry (polymer 
based) stoppings and finishing compounds.
Gloss level: Low sheen.
Coverage: 12 square metres per litre per coat, 
dependent on surface porosity.
Dry time (minimum): 2 hours.  Do not apply at 
temperatures below 10°C or when temperatures 
are liable to drop below this during the drying 
period. Drying is slowed by low temperatures 
and high humidity.  Do not apply under damp 
conditions.
Recoat time (minimum) : 2 hours for 
waterborne paints.  
Usual number of coats: Usually one.
Application method: Brush, speed brush, 
synthetic roller or spray.
Thinning and clean up: Water.
Colour: Off white.
Before use: Stir well with a wide flat stirrer.
