- Brushes

- Resene Waterborne Sureseal pigmented sealer
for glazed pots or Resene Aquapel & Terracotta
Sealer for terracotta pots

- Resene Non-Skid Deck & Path paint or Resene
Sandtex Mediterrranean effect coating

- Resene Quick Dry waterborne primer
undercoat

- Resene testpots in colours of your choice

- Painter’s masking tape

Gather your section of indoor or outdoor
pots and vases. These can be new, ones
you already have at home or containers you
have found at op-shops. Before starting, ensure
the pots are well dusted and dirt-free.

For glazed pots, first cover them with

a coat of Resene Sureseal pigmented sealer.
Alternatively, if the ones you’re using are
terracotta, you can use Resene Aquapel &
Terracotta Sealer.

Allow this to fully dry, then apply a coat

of Resene Quick Dry waterborne primer
undercoat. I decided to make my vases
textured so [ applied a coat of Resene Non-
Skid Deck & Path paint instead of primer.
Allow this coat to dry fully before applying
your colour.
